A system wide Needs Assessment was conducted that surveyed school climate, drug and alcohol abuse, smoking, and bullying.  All schools will be targeted to receive the "Respect and Protect" Anti Bullying Training over the next three years.  The greatest need for this training is at the middle school and the alternative school.    Those schools are scheduled for this training in the Fall of 2004.  Over a three year period, all schools will be trained in this program.  Additional surveys will be conducted yearly to give direction to school counselors for curriculum at individual schools.
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
