SPECIAL EDUCATION SERVICES

Special Education 

Children with disabilities from age three to twenty-one may be eligible for special education services.  Children of school age, who are eligible for special education service, usually receive their services in the public school.  Preschool children may receive their services through our preschool program at Blythe-Bower Elementary.   Students with disabilities who attend private or religiously affiliated schools and home-schooled students may be eligible for special education services if certifying criteria is met. 

Child Find

"Child Find" is the term used for the process of locating, identifying, and evaluating children and youth who may be in need of special education services.  A referral may be made by anyone who suspects that a child has a disability or a delay in development.  A student is deemed eligible for special education services if assessment results indicated the presence of a disability.
